Welcome to the Scholastic Art Award Program for 2012!  I will be working with you again this year to 
insure a smooth submission process for our participating students and teachers.  I am looking 
forward to another successful Scholastic Arts Award show in 2012! 
 
We had a remarkable year last year!  Our Sponsors gave over $421,000.00 in scholarships and prizes 
and fourteen pieces went on to Nationals to claim 1 American Visions Medal, 6 Gold Medals and 7 
Silver medals.  Congratulations to these students! 
 
The national office has been working on the online registration to make the process run smoothly.  
Please visit www.artandwriting.org to begin the registration process.  You may use the same login 
information as last year! 
 
The art submission deadline is January 6, 2012.  All work must be uploaded into the national 
system by midnight.  One copy of the signed submission form for each piece and payment must be 
postmarked or hand delivered to The Center on or before January 6, 2012.  The submission process is 
not complete until paperwork and payment are received.  The barcode on the submission form must 
be scanned in by The Center in order for the artwork to be juried. 
 
Teachers will be notified January 12, 2012 of accepted work.  You may deliver artwork beginning 
January 12 – 20.  (2-D work must be ready to hang).  All teachers must have an inventory sheet when 
accepted artwork is dropped off.  (If it’s mailed – please include this in the 1st box of your shipment.  
If you wish to have artwork mailed back to you at the end of the exhibition, please make a note of that 
on your inventory sheet and include a separate check for return shipping.)
